IDC Congress 2010 
Hotel Karpatsky Dvor, Slovakia

3rd September 2010 

Minutes

There were 24 countries represented at the IDC congress 2010.

IDC Secretary, Mr Helmut Redtenbacher, reminded the delegates to bring their own copies of the agenda, minutes and completed membership forms.  A minimum requirement of 50 members per club.
IDC Treasurer, Mr R Beunekens, advised those present that he had not received membership fees from Greece, Japan and Poland for the past two years and that if payment was not received within 14 days of the congress, then these countries would be struck from the membership.

New membership applications were received from Montenegro, Lithuania and the Ukraine. 

Montenegro:  This is the first Dobermann Club in the country and was started this year in 2010, they are looking to hold their first breed show in 2011.

Affiliated to their KC – Yes

Members – 30

Breeders – 3 or 4 kennels

How many Dobermann in the country – around 200

Lithuania:  The club was founded in 1995 and they have held 14 shows with between 32 – 70 entries.  They held their 1st ZTP last year (2009) with 14 entries, all passed.  There is breed control through the club, but not through the countries KC.
Affiliated to their KC – Yes

Members – 20

Breeders – 5 with 2 – 5 litters a year
How many Dobermann in the country – around 100

Ukraine – delegate apologised for their late arrival (12pm).  There is no official club in the Ukraine part of the KC, but they are looking to start one.  They have a working group and it this group that are making the application to the IDC.  The reasons given for not yet having a gtoup is that their KC want 50,000 Euros in order to form a club, and with just 50 members they cannot afford this.  Pedigrees are given out by the KC and there is no breed control.
Mr Wiblishauser raised concerns about the reasons for not yet having formed a club, stating that the Ukraine is a member of the FCI and he cannot believe that they would allow such obstacles to be made to make a group, and that he will investigate these obstacles via the FCI.

The IDC presidium is not objecting to Ukraine membership, but they need establish the obstacles etc before allowing it.

Montenegro and Lithuania were both unanimously accepted on a 2 year provisional membership, with a review of their activities in 2 years time to review their activities before becoming full membership countries.

Under the membership resignations, a letter from the Polish delegate to the IDC was read and concerns were raised regarding the committee of the Polish club, as far as the IDC is concerned, there is no Dobermann Club of Poland.  Representatives of Poland stated a desire to set a new Dobermann Club of Poland after the IDC show.

Address by IDC President, Mr Hans Wiblishauser, he thanked the organisers for the successful IDC Congress and show in 2009 held in Hungary and the working world championships of 2010 held in Slovakia.  Mr Wiblishauser mentioned that he attends other breed organisation events, and is proud of the IDC saying that many others could learn from our own organisation.

The aim of the congress is to highlight (breed specific) problems and find solutions.
The co-operation agreement between the FCI and the IDC is for the compliance and maintenance of the legality of the FCI breed standard, the compliance of the breed standard of the country of origin and the worldwide compliance of temperament, breed and performance in line with the breed standard, worldwide maintenance of the usability of the breed and worldwide maintenance of the health of the breed.
The IDC is looking for breed control across all IDC member countries and in furtherance to this, the ZTP is established in most IDC countries.  Mr Wiblishauser thanked the UKDA for hosting the first UK ZTP earlier in the year, he is particularly proud of this as it will ensure the ultimate success of the breed.

Mr Wiblihauser is sure that the way forward is for uniform acceptance of documentation and the only way to ensure the uniformity of the breed, stating that urgent remedies are necessary!  Due to the co-operation agreements, it is possible to ask the country’s KC to instate fit for breeding tests – the IDC will support the member countries in this!

IDC breed warden, Mr Norbert Daube, gave some statistics for the breed in Germany;

28 foreign sires were used in Germany


There were 59 litters


A total of 358 puppies


An average of 6 pups per litter

The total of HD assessments made in German, of German and foreign Dobermann, was 538 this was made up of the following:


HD1/A – 480


HD2/B – 45


HD3/C – 11


HD4/D – 2

There was a high percentage of these assessments from foreign dogs.  The Dobermann is in the top of the statistics for HD free dogs.
The eye testing which can only be carried out by specialist/licensed vets was started in 1997, there are no Dobermann affected in Germany.

In 2009 there were 39 ZTP tests held worldwide with a total of 341 dogs entered, 58 of these were for the ‘Starter’ ZTP.  The results of these were as follows:


Conformation – 186 = excellent




113 = very good




7 = good




306 = passed


Character - 
230 = 1A




76 = 1B




31 = deferred




4 = unsuitable

Mr Daube then went on to explain that the modified ZTP rules must be observed, especially in relation to the required times to obtain clearance from the DV.  A license must be obtained from the DV to hold a ZTP, application forms are available to download and must be received at least 3 months prior to the test date.  Complete documentation and proof from dogs must be received by the DV 6 weeks prior to the test date, these documents are;

German HD assessment



German HD assessments of parents (if applicable)


Original certificate of successful BH or equivalent

No documents, no ZTP, no exceptions!

The starter ZTP is well established in those countries where the ZTP is optional.

HD assessments are also accepted from:


Denmark, Sweden, Belgium, France, Switzerland, S. Africa, Italy and the Netherlands (others were mentioned)

IDC working trials warden, Mr Rainer Friedrich, reported on the 2010 world championships held in Slovakia earlier in the year.  There were 47 entrants and 14 nations represented.  The tracking was the biggest problem and held the highest failure rate.  Highlighted that the level of standard is drifting.  The obedience and protection phases saw a welcome development in performance.

The results show that high levels are maintained in many countries; in 2008 first place was given to Germany, in 2009 first place was Slovakia and in 2010 first places was France.  The team event in 2010 was won by Germany.  Mr Friedrich gave his congratulations to all participants.

A new CD is now available for the new order of IPO and he should be contacted for a copy (only available in German)

Proposals and topics raised included the IDC website, this is now established but not yet complete, www.intdobermann.com. Members are invited to send in content and information including ZTP information, puppies etc to the IDC website for publication along with any information regarding their countries progress on fit for breeding.
Although not on the agenda, lengthy discussions were had about the Serbian Dobermann Club and its delegate, who was not present, despite having an application on the agenda for Serbia to hold the 2012 congress and show.  Mr Wiblishauser believes that the Serbian delegate should be putting pressure of the Serbian KC not to allow the issue of Serbian export pedigrees to be issued to dogs that are actually bred in German, this is allowing breeders to circumvent the system, to have German registered Dobermann that have not had to pass a ZTP before being bred.

The delegate from Finland discussed the application for the 2014 congress and show to be held in conjunction with the World Show, the IDC presidium is of the mind that the IDC events should be a standalone event as to join with another event belittles the IDC event.  The IDC championships and congress should be an event in its own right.
